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The Republic of Kazakhstan has been recognized by the World community as a country with the market economy and as a country which reached considerable growth during the short period of time after gaining independence. Joining the World’s economic community demanded cardinal changes in the educational system. That is why Education and Professional training belong to the main priorities of the State Politics. 

During recent years much has been done in Kazakhstani system of higher education in accordance with the time demand and the priorities of the country economic development. 

Education as a system is a unique social institution, aimed at developing personality potential, forming socially significant ideals, satisfying the society demand of highly professional people. 
      Credit educational system 
In 2002 in order to improve students and teachers academic mobility and provide succession of all the levels of higher and post-graduate education credit system was accepted. 

In general, transition to the credit educational system allows to sufficiently assess all the levels, stages and academicals degrees in education of Kazakhstan. 

The aim of the credit educational system introduction are: to integrate national educational system into international educational space;  to provide academicals mobility of subjects of educational process. 
The credit educational system is a type of educational process arrangement within which students can plan sequences of educational trend by themselves 

Gist of the credit educational system is to consider educational laboriousness in credits which characterize the volume of educational materials. 

Credit is a unit of the volume of students and teachers’ educational work. It is important to take into consideration that one credit is an hour 5 of work per week. 

2 hours of independent work follow one academicals hour (work with educational materials, making homework, providing research and work with a tutor). 

The main goals of credit educational system : to unify students’ knowledge volume;  to maximize capacity of individual work;  to improve the role of independent work. 

     Improving students’ self-dependent work has an important meaning because of the fact that in       this case creative and researching approaches are developed. 
     Credit system in Kazakh academy of architecture and civil   engineering

A.A. Kusainov, Dr. Technical Sciences, Professor, President of Kazakh academy of architecture and civil   engineering says that:« Kazakh  academy of architecture and civil   engineering

, starting in 2001, on behalf  of MES of RK. Scientific launched an experiment to introduce multi-level system of education. In 2003, after studying the experiment was approved by the Commission of the Ministry of Education, and extended to the introduction of credit education system. (CS). Thus, Kazakh academy of architecture and civil   engineering
became the first pilot high school in Kazakhstan, which formally introduced CS. This is just a convenient tool for the Kazakhstan system of education through the shortest and most effective with the least losses to integrate into the global space. 
One of the basic concepts of CS is a credit-hour, 1 credit hour equals 1 hour of training students in a week during the academic period (Term) (semester, trimester, quarter). Complexity of training students in a 1-credit hour requires 1 hour of classroom academic work of student contact and 2 hours of independent work. 
It was also necessary to determine the educational academic periods of study.

GPA- is the average student's score, which is calculated on the basis of each session. 
In  case of a student dosn`t take threshold GPA, Office of the Register leaves him to "re-education. GPA. Helps to gradually filter out rate for the rate of weak students. The fourth course in order to get 3.0 all evaluations must be A and B. 
 In addition, the Academy established the average cumulative score for the entire past period of training:

where F1,F2,-final digital equivalent of scores of subjects, including  practice
C1, C2, …Kn,Kpr-volume study disciplines (practices) in the credits;

 Getting two different degrees (Double Major) or God-monitor Degrees (Major Minor); The possibility of accelerated learning through the summer semester (trimester, quarter); 
Identification of outstanding academic students; 
Ensuring a close logical connection Prerequisit Postrequisit.
